2.1
Wekweèti Office Complex

The Tlicho Investment Corporation is looking for a commitment of support for an office complex to be built in Wekweèti.  The documents received last week are not what was discussed at a meeting on January 6.  The cost is now estimated at $53,000 per year with a 15 year lease.  It is not stated in the agreement that the Wek’èezhìi Renewable Resources Board must have an office in Wek’èezhìi, although board members felt that there had been some commitment made.  The board decided that some clarification was needed on the costs, the size of the office that might be required, whether to have an office at all or whether financial support or office sharing with the WLWB should be considered. Species at Risk Committee Appointment

The Board has been asked to appoint a member to the NWT Species at Risk Committee.  The role of this board is to assess the status of species, identify threats and prepare action to protect threatened species; the appointed member is required to have significant expertise in species, habitat and northern ecosystems.  The appointment is for a term not exceeding 5 years, and will be paid an honorarium of $300 per day plus travel expenses.

Both Charlie Rabesca and Moise Rabesca expressed interest in the appointment.  It was recommended that Board staff provide technical support to the appointed board member.  After some review, Charlie Rabesca withdrew his name.  Moise Rabesca let his name stand, but wanted to discuss the issue with Joseph Judas.

Next item – letter replying to proposal sent in august.  Interim rule not be approved pending enr review of timelines for its processes.  Legal requirement to respond within 4-5 days.

ENR Management Proposal re: True North Safari Bear Baiting Application



The Board reviewed a management proposal submitted by ENR concerning True North Safaris’s application for a bear baiting permit.  The proposed activity will take place in the spring at the same location on Highway 3 as in other years.  The proposal includes a consultation table which sums up concerns brought forward by various agencies.  Moise Rabesca described an inspection he attended with ENR wildlife officer of the bear baiting location.

  Enr submitted management proposal, to take place in the spring, same location on highway 3.  Consultation table sums up concerns brought up by various agencies.  Moise described inspection he went on last spring.  Next meeting should discuss proposals in general—as a board, would consider offering multiple year approvals? If enr has to issue new permit, every year, doesn’t save time in the process.  Time constraints?  Want to be operational in May.  ENR followed guidance provided in interim rule, but also wrote letter not accepting interim rule.  Suggest creating an mou between wrrb and enr.  In position now to make a decision?  Hard to fit in the future.  Rules of procedure apply to all proposals received.  Think about what obligations wrrb has. Action: review management proposal

Board members previewed the redesigned WRRB web page.  There was discussion about filtering the CBC news items to ensure that the stories were relevant to WRRB’s mandate.  It was suggested that each document in the public registry be assigned a number
