Forestry Presentation – Roger Fraser
PowerPoint Presentation tabled, entitled “Timber Cutting Permit & Licence – Application and Process”

Request by Forest Management Division to consider implementing thresholds that will determine when a timber cutting permit/licence comes before the Board.  Roger suggested a threshold of 30 cords or less, i.e. an application to cut 30 cords or less of deadwood would be issued by ENR-Forest Management Division without approval from the WRRB.  The Board to receive monthly reports detailing the permits/licences issued (identify items of importance for reporting).  

Roger reviewed the proposed woodlot areas that are southwest of Behchokö and will be formally identified in October 2010. Members suggested a timeline of five years for Forest Management to report about the life of the proposed woodlots.
