Draft Interim Rule – Management Proposals (Wildlife Research Permits)

Currently, Wildlife Research Permits are not treated as management proposals by the Board but are reviewed and recommendations are made to ENR, the issuer of the permit.   Recently, a Board recommendation to ENR on a Wildlife Research Permit application for caribou monitoring activities was disregarded.  The recommendation made is to implement an annual research session where research organizations would present their planned activities (Action #74-04-05-2010).  Once the Wildlife Research Permit arrives, if inconsistent with what presented at annual session, then the permit would be brought to the Board for further scrutiny.

TK Monitoring and Research Program – Update and Next Steps

In September 2008, the Board directed Allice Legat to assist the Tåîchô Government to develop a TK monitoring program so TK would be forthcoming from them just as scientific information comes from the GNWT.  Allice is working to complete the draft monitoring program, associated draft guidelines and program evaluation
 for the end of June 2010.  It is recommended that, given the need for TG to do their own community-based monitoring and harvest tracking, the TK Monitoring Program and Harvest Study be turned over to the TG by September 2010.  Allice will have initial discussions with John B. Zoe about the process and timeline for turning over the program (Action #75-05-05-2010).

SARA Proposed Listings - Horned Grebe, Short-eared Owl, Common Nighthawk, Olive-sided Flycatcher, and Peregrine Falcon

The Board is required to approve the designation of species at risk (12.5.1).  The current species up for review is the Horned Grebe; however, follow-up is required on the Short-eared Owl, Common Nighthawk, Olive-sided Flycatcher and the Peregrine Falcon as no formal letter was provided to Canadian Wildlife Service, Environment Canada.

Ray Case – Informed Board Members that Nunavut will not be conducting a survey of the Ahiak herd this year.

Joseph Judas – Joint Meeting at Gots’ôkàtì (Mesa Lake) – this is the place where the Tåîchô and Akaitcho made peace.  The TG is planning a joint meeting this summer and the WRRB should participate.
