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Calving Areas

- less than 2% interchange in NWT

Movements of barren-ground caribou cows from when collared to calving season 2005.
Lines of darkertones of a color are from Oct 2004 collars, others are from Mar 2005 collars.
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Why Manage by Herds?

AEach herd needs to be monitored separately
