NWT Biodiversity Monitoring Program: 2014 Birch Lake Burn Complex

Maintaining biodiversity, especially in the face of climate change, is critically important for ecosystem health and community well-being.
Unfortunately, biodiversity monitoring programs have limited coverage in northern Canada, resulting in large areas that lack systematic
monitoring data and, in turn, up-to-date species distribution, abundance and trend estimates. Furthermore, with the potential for the frequency
of severe wildfire years (i.e. 2014) to increase, ongoing monitoring efforts are necessary. The objective of the proposed monitoring program is
to address ongoing data gaps in biodiversity monitoring within the Northwest Territories and to document the impacts of extreme fire events
on biodiversity.

The proposed study will take place along highway 3 in and around the 2014 Birch Lake burn complex (and surrounding unburned areas) between

Behchok &end Fort Providence (see map in attached supplementary document). Throughout this broader area, 28 study sites were identified in 2015,
with 16 to 25 sampling stations identified per study site (approx. 576 sampling stations total). These sites will be revisited during this 2024 effort.

2. Collect data on species composition and abundance 10 year post-fire in areas not well covered by existing monitoring programs.
3. Use these data to assess the status of these species and to generate trend estimates (long-term objective).

4. Collect site-specific environmental data (temperature, snow depth).

5. Use knowledge gained from this work to seek broader support/funding to expand program to other areas.

6. Upon support from different Indigenous partners, make co-produced wildlife data publicly available to better inform land management and conservation needs and
priorities.

In May/June 2024, during a road-based field effort, we propose to deploy acoustic recording units (ARUSs), wildlife cameras, temperature
loggers, and bat meters across the study area comprised of 28 study sites (~576 sampling stations) chosen to represent different habitat
types and burn severity classes (low, medium, high severity, and unburned). This study will include a 3-week intensive field effort
focusing on short-term rotating ARU deployments during the peak migratory bird breeding season and approximately year-long
deployments of up to 100 cameras, 50 temperature loggers, and 20 bat meters, to be retrieved during the spring of 2025.
