	Rationale 100 words or less Explication  100 mots ou moins: Maintaining biodiversity is critically important for ecosystem health and community well-being. Unfortunately, biodiversity monitoring programs using western science techniques have limited spatial and temporal coverage in the northern boreal region.  This has resulted in large areas that lack systematic monitoring data, especially at the boreal treeline and, in turn, up-to-date species abundance and trend estimates, and status assessments. Also, many boreal breeding birds have undergone dramatic declines in North America over the last half century; however, causes for these declines remain largely unknown. We are proposing a collaborative monitoring program to address important data gaps for a wide range of wildlife species in remote areas where the effects of climate change are ongoing and alterations of these ecosystems are anticipated. Ultimately, our goal is to contribute to a broader biodiversity monitoring program across NWT using environmental sensors and start documenting causes of species declines.

Bat ARUs and temperature loggers would also be deployed at a subset of sampling locations (~ 15). Fieldwork would be conducted by boat and foot. Units deployed would be retrieved in fall 2026. In 2025, we are also proposing to: 1) set up a motus tower near Lockhart camp; 2) capture a maximum of 300 breeding birds from our 11 focal species, to fit metal and color bands, take morphological measures; and collect feather samples (stable isotope analyses); 3) fit radio transmitters (nanotags compatible with motus tower), and collect fecal samples and blood samples from a subset of 20 individuals of 4 target species (Harris’s Sparrow, American Tree Sparrow, Blackpoll Warbler, Grey-cheeked Thrush). Similar fieldwork will take place new Lockhart camp or Mackay Lodge in 2026.
