Lockhart All-Season Road (LASR) - Wolvefine and grizzly bear density and distribution survéys

GNWT is conducting baseline studies to support an Environmental Assessment of the proposed Lockhart All-Season road,
which would extend from the end of the Ingraham Trail to Lockhart Lake located along the current Tibbitt to Contwoyto Winter
Road alignment. Data and information will support the assessment and mitigation of potential impacts on wildlife of an
all-season road corridor through the Lockhart All-Season Road (LASR) corridor project area. Currently there is little information
on the density and distribution of wolverine and grizzly bear (both nationally considered species at risk), within the LASR project
area. To date, no wolverine or grizzly bear surveys have been conducted around the LASR project area.

- Implement replicable, robust and non-invasive study that will collect structured data on the distribution and abundance of
multiple species within the LASR project area for the duration of the project, with an emphasis on predators.

- Conduct pre-construction surveys to determine the density and distribution of two predator species nationally considered
species at risk (wolverine and grizzly bears), within the LASR project area, and assess if additional surveys or alternate
methodologies are needed.

- Create distribution maps of the two focal predator species (wolverine and grizzly bears) within the LASR project area.

- Create an archive of hair samples, and images for multiple species, including focal and non-focal species, that can support
wildlife impact assessments and mitigation for the duration of the LASR project.

- The proposed study will contribute to the sustainable management of wolverine and grizzly bear harvest.

- Surveys will also provide insight into wolverine, wolf and grizzly bear use of the landscape around the LASR. The study will
also inform managers on how best to select road routing and mitigate impacts associated with a new road blsectmg the species
ranges of wolverine, grizzly bear and wolf.

Grizzly bear and wolverine surveys will use hair shag stations, set up within pre-determined grid cells, accessed by helicopter, in
the study area. The wolverine survey uses 5 x 5 km grid cells, and grizzly bear uses 10 x 10 km grid cells. Study is designed to
inform wildlife management decisions and assess potential LASR project impacts and mitigation measures. The spatial
configuration of camera and hair snag sampling stations within each grid cell, will ensure the study design captures a
representative sample of habitat and landscape features throughout the study area. (Additional details on methods provided in
