Wildlife Research Permit Application for Tłı̨chǫ All-Season Road Wildlife Effects Monitoring 

Please find attached a Wildlife Research Permit application for James Hodson, ENR, GNWT to conduct the project titled “Boreal caribou collaring for the Tłı̨chǫ All-Season Road (TASR) Project” in February and March of 2021.

This project will involve deploying up to 28 collars in the North Slave administrative region, including up to 23 collars in the Tlicho All-Season Road (TASR) study area and up to 5 in the North Slave portion of the Mackenzie study area.  The 23 new collars deployed in the TASR study area will replace 20 collars deployed in 2017 that are scheduled to drop-off on March 01, 2021, as well as 2 mortalities in winter 2020 and one pre-mature collar drop-off. This will bring the sample size of collared boreal caribou back up to the target of 30 individuals in the TASR study area. Information from the collared caribou will be used in conjunction with aerial composition surveys to generate population metrics (adult female survival, calf recruitment) and to determine caribou movements and distribution. This will assist in meeting the monitoring objectives outlined in the TASR Wildlife Management and Monitoring Plan.  The information from the collaring program will also contribute to regional scale efforts to develop the Wek’eezhiı Boreal Caribou Range Plan.
