Horned Grebe and Red-necked Grebe are not well-studied or monitored because they are not harvested
and are not usually surveyed during waterfowl surveys. Apparent declines in western Horned Grebe
populations lead to this species being listed as Special Concern on the Species at Risk Act in 2017.
Red-necked Grebe populations have remained stable but had among the highest contaminant loads of all
grebe species in Prairie Canada according to a 1980's study. Data from the Northwest Territories will be
used along with data from other regions in Canada to provide an overall picture of contaminant exposure.

2. Measure local nutrient contribution as well as contaminant levels in Horned and Red-necked grebe eggs

Up to 10 eggs will be collected during early nesting from Horned Grebe and Red-necked Grebe nests for contaminant
analyses. Nest are located by observing behavior of individuals from shore to determine approximate locations and we
will access the nest either by foot if the water is shallow enough or by canoe or kayak to collect eggs. We will ‘float’ each
egg from a single nest to determine their approximate developmental stages and sample the youngest egg. Only nests
with >1 egg will be sampled to decrease the likelihood of nest abandonment. Eggs will be placed in a foam carrier inside
a cooler for transport to a local lab freezer. Then the eggs will be shipped to the Prairie and Northern Wildlife Research
Centre, level 2 lab in Saskatoon for processing.
