As per section 12.5.1 of the Tłı̨chǫ Agreement, the Wek’èezhìı Renewable Resources Board (WRRB) considers the above-mentioned Wildlife Research Permit (WRP) application as a management proposal. The Board understands the objectives of the survey are to 1) identify and evaluate seismic lines suitable for restoration, 2) implement restoration trails of various treatments, 3) deploy wildlife cameras and Acoustic Recording Units (ARUs) along seismic lines to investigate the response of wolf and ungulate use to regeneration, 4) actively involve local First Nations and Métis in the research and 5) publish the resulting Boreal Caribou Candidate Restoration Site Inventory geodatabase in the existing NWT Species and Habitat Viewer.

The WRRB understands the management proposal is planned for August 2023 to October 2029 across the Southern NWT, including near Whatì and Behchokǫ̀.

The WRRB has taken a Level 1 review, as outlined in the Board’s Rule for Management Proposals. The WRRB has no concerns with the project as presented in your application. The WRRB would ask that the WRRB’s Wildlife Management Biologist be involved in planning and implementation of the project for work done in Wek’èezhìı throughout the life of the project.
