Wolf Abundance Survey and Kill Site Investigations

In support of the Thchgo Government and GNWT Wolf Management Program a survey is needed to assess
methodology and precision for estimating wolves on the winter range of the Bathurst and Bluenose-East
caribou herds. In addition the investigation of cluster locations of collared wolves to distinguish kill sites will
help our understanding of predation rates of wolves on barren-ground caribou in the region.

The main objectives of the work are to:

* build on the GeoSpatial survey design conducted in 2021 to test a revised survey methodology by adding a tracking component;

* investigate cluster sites of collared wolves to help in the estimation of predation rates of wolves on barren-ground caribou;

* gain additional information on wolf numbers and/or densities within the 2022 North Slave Wolf Harvest Incentive Area Survey; and,
* improve our understanding of wolf distribution associated with barren-ground on their wintering ranges.

Abundance survey: This will be a geospatial random block design survey similar to a wolf abundance survey conducted in 2021. Building on lessons learned in 2021, we will attempt to address the confounding factors of wolf
movements out of the cells by increasing cell size and conducting the survey earlier in March when movement rates of wolves are lower. We may also add an additional stratification category of the survey blocks into high,
medium and low wolf densities . These revisions aim to improve survey precision. To help improve survey accuracy through better detection of wolves we will add a tracking component to the survey. The survey will occur within
an area approximately 50,000 km2 located within the 2022 North Slave Wolf Harvest Incentive Area and located in the area of highest caribou abundance focusing on the Bathurst and Bluenose-East herds. The survey will be
flown by small fixed wing aircraft (or helicopter) suitable for tracking within a subsample of 10x10 km grid cells. We will attempt to spot and follow wolf tracks to aid in detecting wolves in each block. To the extent possible, the
survey will be conducted after significant snowfall events (i.e. 5 days) to reduce encounters with old tracks, and to facilitate track detection.

Kill site investigation : A small fixed-wing plane will fly to a set of co-ordinates to determine if there are remains of a feeding site by wolves in the area. The plane will circle the co-ordinates low level at least 2-3 times to ascertain if
carcass remains are present in the area. If a carcass or feeding site is seen, a waypoint is required to obtain its exact location. Pictures are required of the site and a count of any animals present at the site or nearby.
